International Union of Nutritional Sciences (IUNS) Travel Fund
BACKGROUND

The Agricultural Institute of Canada Foundation (AICF) is responsible for managing and distributing funds to support the travel of graduate students and post-doctoral fellows to participate in nutrition-related scientific conferences, symposia, etc. to present their research. The conferences must fall within the purview of the International Union of Nutritional Sciences (IUNS). Information on IUNS activities is available at www.iuns.org
The number of grants awarded in any year will be based on the number of qualified applicants and funds available.

APPLICATION DEADLINES

For 2010 they are:

· April 1, 2010 for conferences held between June 1 and November 30, 2010.

· October 1, 2010 for conferences held between December 1 and May 31, 2011.

ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS

Applicants must be full-time graduate students or post-doctoral fellows at a Canadian post-secondary institution and aligned with an accredited Canadian agricultural college. The applicant’s area of study must be focused on agricultural science, which may include animal and human nutrition. A confidential letter of recommendation from the applicant’s supervisor and and/or letter of support from the Dean of the college must be submitted directly to the AICF.

EXPENSES

Eligible expenses are transportation, accommodation, meals and registration fees. Grants are restricted to the lesser of $4000 or 50% of expenses, whichever if the lesser. Successful applicants are expected to obtain the most economical arrangements for travel and accommodation. AICF will not cover costs associated with entertainment or alcoholic beverages.

RECOGNITION OF AICF
All award recipients are to provide public acknowledgment of the AIC Foundation as part of their presentation at the conference for which travel was funded, including having the Foundation’s logo as part of their PowerPoint slide show (e.g., an acknowledgment slide). If there are published papers as part of Conference Proceedings, an acknowledgment of the funding must also be included in the recipient’s paper.

REIMBURSEMENT

The applicant must submit a written report on the conference detailing the value that they and their institution received as a result of their participation. A brief article suitable for publication and publicity purposes by the AICF may also be required.

Reimbursement claims must be made within 30 days after travel has taken place and be accompanied by appropriate receipts. Information on other sources and amounts for shared funding of expenses is required.
